The elementary school directly impacted by the 
Beachwalk Wastewater Emergency Bypass (BWEB) 
project has new classroom sound systems in place. 
"We are really delighted and very happy with the FM 
sound systems," said Charlotte Unni, Ala Wai 
Elementary School Principal.  

After meeting with Principal Unni, Mayor Mufi 
Hannemann requested the BWEB team organize a 
fund raising drive to purchase sound systems for 
classrooms at the school. Nine private companies 
donated $18,500 to purchase speakers that are 
mounted in classrooms closest to the construction 
site. Teachers use a headset to clearly communicate 
to the students.  

The school staff and students will thank the 
donors at an assembly this week at the school. 
Mayor Hannemann and Schools Superintendent 
Patricia Hamamoto are scheduled to attend the 
event.

There were plans to outfit each of the 31 
classrooms with the FM systems, but Principal Unni 
said ten of the classrooms further away from the 
construction site didn't need them.
